Detailed terms and conditions for selecting Architect- for the Design of building of Northern India Institute of Fashion Technology located at Maharaja Ranjit Singh Avenue, Jalandhar.

Introduction

1.0
Total area of land 2.72 (approx)  acres located at Maharaja Ranjit Singh Avenue Jalandhar (Site Plan attached and the site can be seen)

1.1        Applicable building By Laws – Improvement Trust  By Laws.

1.2
Project requirement – The Institute intends to have detailed layout/zoning plans, conceptual plan, elevations and models for the entire area including the landscaping. However, at present the Institute intends to construct primarily 50,000 sq. ft. of area (indicative requirements given at Annexure ‘A’ and ‘B’) for which complete architectural and structural design, working drawings, details of public health, electrical, civil works, fire safety requirements, air conditioning requirements etc will have to be worked out. It is also proposed to have another Academic Block and Auditorium/Seminar Hall (Annexure’C’) as future expansion plan for which provision has to be made in the designs. For the proposed constructed area of 50,000 sq. ft. the Institute intends to freeze the construction cost of the estimate to the extent that bids on per sq. ft. constructed area and its cost can be called from the construction company. As such it is expected that for the proposed construction area all detailing will have to be done to the minutest level with all the specifications. (this shall be required only after selection and allotment of work). The Institute also intends the building to be energy efficient and in accordance with the climate condition of the area and completely earthquake resistance as per codal requirements. Since it is going to be a fashion institute, the uniqueness of the building in its design will be appreciated.

2.0 Essential eligibility criteria for the selection of Architect-

2.1         Must be a qualified Architect and a member of Indian Council of Architecture.

2.2       Must have minimum 10 years of experience in the field of architectural and 
              implementation of similar projects.

2.3       Must have, planned and executed projects of similar nature. (Details to be
              given).List of Projects in hand be also given with cost, clients name & address, 

              date of start, Agreement no. & date.

Must have successfully designed and completed at least two institutional buildings

              in last 5 years (ending 30.03.2009).(Details with certificates from concerned clients to

              be given).
2.5         Must have successfully designed and completed 2 works costing more than10 crores 
 each during last 7 years. The cost of work shall be updated @ 5% per year from the  date of completion.(Details with certificates from concerned clients to be given).

2.6    Must have well established/equipped design Institute/office of its own equipped with  

             Auto CAD and 3 D Max studio and must have experienced and qualified staff(details 

             of staffs and infrastructure to be given).

2.7       Must have annual average turnover of at least Rs 25 lacs during the last 5 years(ending 
  31.03.2009). Proofs like audited balance sheets, income tax returns and service tax   

  returns will have to be attached.

In case of firm or company, partnership deed/Article of Memorandum of Association, 

             proof of Registration shall have to be attached.

An affidavit to the effect that the Architect shall be guided by the Architect Regulation Act 1999 promulgated by Council of Architect will have to be attached. 
3.0    SCOPE OF WORK

The Architects shall prepare detailed layout and zoning plans, conceptual plans, elevations and models for the entire land area including services and  landscaping of the entire campus . However, at present the construction of building shall be limited to 50,000 sq. ft.of area for which complete architectural and structural designs, working drawings, details of public health, electrical, civil works, fire safety requirements, air conditioning requirements etc are to be worked out in detail to meet requirements of employer. For the proposed area of construction all detailing will have to be done to the minutest level with all the specifications and working drawings. 
 

The Architects shall provide services in respect of the above and following works:

3.1       Site, campus layout ,  elevation and analysis.
3.2       Architectural work.
3.3       Site development.
3.4       Structural Design & Drawings.
3.5       Sanitary, Plumbing works. 

3.6       Water supply , storm Water including rain water harvesting system. 

3.7       Electrical Work (Internal and campus lighting ).
3.8      Heating, Ventilation and air conditioning work.

3.10       Landscape Work.
3.11       Interior Designing. 

3.12       Graphic Signage.
3.13       Fire Detection, fire alarm and fire fighting. The Architects shall provide necessary 


drawings and make provisions as per the requirement of the local Fire Services 


Authorities and obtain necessary clearances from such Authorities.

3.14      The Architects shall, if required, provide in the building design, spaces for lifts,  


machine rooms and lift wells and co-ordinate with the manufactures/Employer.

3.15      The building should be energy efficient and in accordance with the climate condition  
of the area and completely Earthquake Resistance as per codal requirements .Since it is going to be a fashion institute, the uniqueness of the building in its design will be of paramount  importance .

4.00     SCHEDULE OF SERVICES

The Architect shall after taking instructions from the Employer render the following 
Services:-

Furnish a site plan and analysis report with basic approach to circulation, Activity 


distribution and interaction include external linkages. Arrange for Geotechnical 
investigation and site survey and interpret results from the same. Geotechnical Investigation charges will be payable by the Employer based on actual.

4.02 If required,furnish preliminary report on Environmental Impact of the project and  


finalise it after discussion with the Employer clearly outline the measures required for 


mitigating any adverse impact. 






4.03 Prepare conceptual designs with reference to requirements given and indicate  rough 
             cost  on plinth area rates.
4.04. Modify the conceptual designs incorporating such changes as may be required by the 
             Employer and prepare preliminary drawings and design and if required, a study model  
             for the Employer’s approval along with revised  rough indication  of cost estimates  
             based on plinth area rates.

On approval by the Employer, prepare drawings necessary for submission to Statutory bodies and carry out changes, if required, by them for sanction and obtain all necessary permissions and approvals from local bodies and any other authorities concerned including clearances for water supply , sewage disposal, fire and electricity connections in writing and only the statutory fees and statutory charges for such clearances shall be borne by the Employer.

4.06 Prepare detailed working drawings including structure drawings & services drawings and 


Detailed  specifications & interior finishing drawings.

4.07 Structure design & Drawings shall also be got proof checked from PEC Chandigarh 


or any  IIT and charges the same shall be deemed to be included in the Total fee of 
             Architect  .

4.08 Prepare and submit complete working drawings and details for the proper execution 

             of  work “as good for construction drawings”. 
4.09 Visit the site of work and provide periodic supervision, as and when requested by the  

Employer  to clarify any technical point or interpret the drawings and specifications that may be necessary and  attend conferences and meetings, as and when required, called by the Employer or his officers. Charges for 10 such visits shall be deemed to be included in the  total fee to be Quoted by the Architect. Additional visits if any shall be paid at mutually agreed rates

On completion of the work, the Architects shall submit two sets of “as built drawings” (one set on reproduction prints) of the Building and services. Two soft copies shall also be provided.

The Architects shall obtain completion certificate and all clearance / NOC’s from 
statutory authorities for occupation of the building by the Employer including clearances 
for water supply, power and sewage disposal connections besides fire clearance.

6.0        Presentation :
Architects , whose technical bid is found in order may be called to give presentation. 
7.0
Bid process 

Two bids systems shall be followed. Technical bid and Financial bid shall be submitted in two separate envelopes. After evaluation of Technical Bids and presentation, the Financial Bids of the technically conforming firms only will be opened. Financial Bid shall be given separately in an Envelope No 2 and other documents or  conditions  shall be included in that envelope. The Financial Bid shall categorically indicate The proposed fee to be charged for the entire scope of  work given in para 3.0 

The envelope containing Financial Bid shall be clearly indicating and written as ‘Financial Bid’. The Financial and Technical Bids shall clearly mention the name and details of the participant. Both envelopes containing Technical & Financial Bids shall be put in Envelope No 3 indicating the name of work and the name of bidder.

Completion period:

From the date of assigning the job, the Architect- shall have to complete the entier work within 60 days. In case of failure to do so a deduction of 0.5% of the total amount payable shall be made for every day of delay subject to maximum of 10% of total fee. However, if  requested, extension may be considered at the sole discretion of Director General in exceptional circumstances.

EFFECTING PAYMENT TO THE ARCHITECTS

        
 In case there is a reduction in the size/quantum of the project and only a part of the 

         
project is continued beyond any stage (when such decision is conveyed to the Architect 
         
in writing), the reduction in fees will also be effected only for the remaining stages.Such      

reduction in fees shall be calculated on pro-rata basis, wherever applicable.

  11.0     REIMBURSBLE EXPENSES

  11.1     The fee payable also includes the entire cost of   10 visits of Architect to work site
      
in connection with the execution of the work and in connection with the performance
              of the duties referred to in the NIT. However  for additional visits the return air -fare or 
 first class AC train fare for any visit made by the  Architects shall be paid by  the Employer. 
11.2 In respect of visits over and above 10, the  lodging, boarding and local transport 

        
charges will be arranged by the Employer. 

12.0       EMPLOYER’S RESPONSIBILITIES

The followings shall be the responsibilities of the Employer.

12.1       Provide detailed requirements of the project.

12.2  Provide a correct site plan to a suitable scale showing boundaries, contours at 

          
suitable intervals, existing physical features, any existing roads, paths, trees, existing 

structures, exiting services and utility lines and  such lines to which the proposed services can be connected.

12.3      Pay the fees of the Architects within one month of submission of bills.

12.4      Take note of the observation made by the Architects on their visit to the site.

13.0       EXECUTION OF THE ASSIGNMENT

13.1      The Architect shall complete all the stages of work  according to the time schedule 

             mutually agreed upon. The works throughout the stipulated period of contract shall be 

            carried out by the Architect with due diligence, time being essence of  the contract.

13.2      In the event of Architects firm closing its business, the Employer shall have the right  

          
to employ any other agency to complete the work and to use the working drawings 

         
and other documents as supplied for completion of the Project.

13.3 In the event of the failure on the part of the Architects to complete their work, or 
committing a breach of any; one or more of the terms and conditions of the NIT,the employer shall be entitled to rescind the NIT, without  prejudice to its right to claim damages or remedies under the law. The period of notice to be  given to rescind the contract will be 30 days.




13.4 The architects shall appoint at his own cost consultants for services , if required, in 

consultations with the Employer.The Architects shall however, coordinate & integrate

the work of the consultant to meet the requirements of Project. The Architects shall be    solely responsible for the competency and the detailed design of the  work entrusted to the consultants.

13.5 The Architects shall assume full responsibility for the designs and specifications for 

          
the items described in the scope of work. The Employer shall have full access to the 

          
details of the calculations and the structural designs for purpose of scrutiny for satis
              -fying himself as to their correctness. The Structural Engineers of the Architects shall
               render all possible help for the above scrutiny. 

13.6 The Architects shall supply to the Employer free of cost, eight sets of all drawings, 

          
specifications and other particulars in stages 1 to 5 of the NIT. Any additional sets 


required by the Employer shall be paid for on actual cost basis.

13.7 The Architects shall advise the Employer regarding the work execution during visits to    

the site and submit reports on their observations. Any deviation from the approved drawings or specification observed by the Architects shall be given in  writing by them to the Employer who shall issue necessary instructions to the  Executing Agencies. The responsibility for implementation of this advise shall be that of the Employer.
13.8 The Architects shall make such revisions, as may be required by the Employer in 

         
 the drawings and other documents submitted by them at the draft stage.

13.9  No change shall be made in the approved drawings and specifications at site 
without  the consent of the Employer or his authorized Technical representative 

13.10 The drawings, specification and documents as instruments of service will be the   
property of the Employer. The Employer shall have the liberty to postpone, or not to execute, any part of the work and the Architects shall not be entitled to any compensation for non-execution of the work except the fees which are payable to the Architects upto the stage of services then in progress. 


13.11 All notices /orders /directions /consents / approvals to be given by the Employer 
under the contract shall be in writing and shall be signed by the Director or any other officer authorized by him on his behalf. 

13.12 The Architects shall continue to perform his duties diligently notwithstanding the  
dispute has been arisen and shall be paid by the Employer progressively as per terms  of the contract for service rendered by him.

13.13 The Architects shall not assign, transfer or part with execution of the work in any 


manner  what so ever. 
14.00     Time Period  and Penalty in case of Delay 
From the date of assigning the job, the Architect shall have to complete the work  from stage 1 to 3 within 60 days In case of failure to complete the work with in specified time,  a deduction of 0.5% of the total amount payable shall be made for every day of delay subject to a maximum of 10% . However, in exceptional circumstances it may be considered for relaxation at the sole discretion of the Employer.

ARBITRATION

All differences and disputes arising between the Employer and the Architects on any matter connected with the contract or in regard to the interpretation of the contents , thereof, shall be resolved under the Arbitration and conciliation Act 1996 as amended from time to time. The arbitrator shall be appointed by the Principal Secretary Govt. of Punjab in the Department of Industries and Commerce and the decision of the Arbitrator so appointed shall be final.
